ASSUMPTIONS

1. Assumes diet quality pasture 11 MUJME/kgDM (most
perennial ryegrass/white clover swards in winter):
- For every 0.5 MJUME drop in estimated diet quality

then add 0.4 MJME to ewes requirement.

2. Mating date 15 April. These figures are for intake:
- Allowance will need to be made for utilisation
and residual.

3. Assumes ewes grazing rolling hill country:
- If grazing steep hills add 0.5 MJME. If grazing
flats deduct 0.5 MJUME Dry matter intake =
ME requirements/diet ME.
